Going Green

In March, the Love is Blind farm
purchased new goats capable of
producing whole milk. After the
milk has been expressed it will
then be processed into cheese.
Once the cheese has met federal
food regulation standards, the
product will then be distributed
to local businesses within the
greater Beijing area. This is
another way in which Bethel
strives to be self-sustainable.

In addition to goats, the farm also
purchased 100 new chickens. The
chickens are expected to produce
approximately eight-dozen eggs
daily.
